The proposed complex is located on an extremely elongated
plot close to the river, thus providing the opportunity to open
up the living space and common areas with attractive vistas. In
order to get the most out this advantage, the authors resorted
to the development of the “comb” form, that allows opening up
views from almost all housing units towards an attractive
natural environment, making the most from favorable orienta-
tions. The common open areas are developed according to the
“pocket park” principle, as a place of rest and socialization for
the residents from the immediate environment. The proposed
solution is an advanced template of conventional multi-fFamily
social housing. By introducing row houses in the south-eastern
part of the lot, and by planning apartments of larger structures
on the ground floor, it becomes possible to open up private
accesses to the apartments, to develop considerably large
associated open areas, and to provide a direct connection from
the apartments and the common space to the immediate envi-
ronment, which improves the housing standard, making it
similar to that of living in individual houses. A step forward in
terms of the quality and sustainability of the proposed design is
also manifested through a high level of flexibility of space,
which allows the development of a large number of different
solutions regarding the organization and structure of housing
units. In a formative sense, the complex is characterized by a
minimalist approach. Simple, monochromatic facade planes are
perforated with window openings and loggias. The visual
dynamics is achieved by a “random” arrangement of wooden
elements.
